
          INDIAN RIDGE POA MEETING April 5, 2014

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Called to order at 12:40 PM  Board members in attendance: Chuck Cummins, Ramona Tomsik, Clyde Holm

Minutes for July 2013 read by Ed Tomsik:  Approved

Chuck explained that any special arrangements that may have been made in the past were null and void as of today, April 5, 2014.  The Covenants must be followed.  There can be no options  according to legal advice given.

Don Peterson suggested that we need to request power lines from Rocky Mountain as part of the settlement.

It was suggested that we go into a Committee as a Whole to Discuss Power. Moved by Ramona. Sec. Clyde.

Cris Atkin said we need to know: where, how, cost, and off-line reimbursement options.

Margaret Sabey suggested under-ground wires.

Dave Bess said it would require a private contractor.

Gracila Meyers said we need to  address conditions against penalties and “garbage” add-ons. 

We  need to inform our lawyers and get them involved.

Ramona moved to close the Committee as a Whole.  2nd by Clyde.

Chuck mentioned the letter that was sent out explaining liens, legal action and foreclosure with the 30-45 day time limits.  He then clarified  the difference between “member of record “ and “member of interest” where a deed is recorded and a copy available.

Impact fees were explained and an adjustment for transfer of multiple properties was suggested.

Clyde moved to go to Committee as a Whole.  2nd Ramona.

The recommendation was to ask for $50 for one property to five properties with $50 for each additional in increments of 5.  Janet said that $50 was too much.    Marge Sabey and others agreed to the 5 at $50 rate regardless of the numbers of lots transferred to the same person

The question was asked as to how we would know who and when the payments would be assessed.  The explanation was that the Title Company would know.

It was moved that Committee as a Whole be closed  By Clyde 2nd  by Ramona .

Clyde suggested that the fee be set at $50 per lot and $50 in blocks of 5 lots.  Clyde Moved and 2nd by Ramona..

Clyde and Linda will be assigned as official “Caretakers” and they are to submit costs for approval.   They are already installing the new road signs and will continue doing various jobs for the POA.

The grader is insured for $315/year.   We are considering buying a water sprinkler truck to help with road  maintenance.

Jason Hawkins of  Snow, Christenson, and Martineau  talked about the law suit again Rocky Mountain Power.  There are about 170 properties and 300 plaintiffs.  About 50,000 acres were affected. There is agreement by several legal services that Rocky Mountain Power is responsible.  We have had several Experts evaluating your properties such as  engineering,  water resources, vegetation and structural.   

Judge Lee has set the end of this summer for his plan.  We are looking for the end of this year to finish discovery.

Clyde moved and Ramona 2nd to go to Committee as a Whole for water board discussion with Dave Bess reporting.

Board members are Dave Bess, Janet Barlow, Dave Taylor, Ann Atkins and more are needed.  Mary Lou Flinders will apply to the committee.

Dave Best explained about the work on water meter repairs and damage to the water tanks by the elk.  We will still have a break on our water bills.  The water bills will be posted and can be paid on line soon.  The board will assume responsibility for your meter damage, but anything on the owners side of the meter is the owners responsibility.

It was asked that we update the water company information on our web site.  
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Clyde moved to close Committee as a Whole.  Ramona 2nd.

Chuck made available information on the 25 lots that are up for tax sale and anyone interested could look at the book.

Recessed at 2:10 pm to check on membership and quorum requirements.

Reconvened at 2:20 pm

Ramona gave a report on Budget and Consent Calendar.  We have  $55,863.55 on hand.  

The budget for 2014 will be the same as 2013.

Clyde moved that the Consent Calendar be accepted.  Chuck 2nd.

Clyde moved to go to Committee as a Whole for assessment reduction discussion.  Ramona 2nd.  After open discussion, membership seemed to be in favor.  Ramona moved to close Committee and Clyde 2nd.

It was recommended that as of July 1,  2014 we reduce assessments from $10 to $7.50 per month.

Moved by Clyde.  Ramona 2nd.

Discussion involved the fact that we have a large surplus and will not do much more road work until we get reimbursement for damages.  The repairs with moneys spent to date have been washed away again.

Clyde requested that we set June 14th and Sept 6th as cleanup days.  More information will follow.

The next POA meeting is set for Aug 9 at the Maxfield clubhouse.

Covenant revisions were handed out.  Review and suggestions need to be sent back.

Ramona move to go to C ommitte as a Whole for the election. Clyde 2nd.

Ed conducted the election.  Glen Haynie,  Clyde Holm and Ann Atkin were on the ballot.  A few minutes were given to each candidate to a say a little bit about themselves and what they want to do for the POA.  Janet Barlow said Ann Atkin was removing herself from the ballot and she asked that her votes  go to Glen Haynie.

Margaret Sabey and Mary Lou Flinders were appointed as voting committee members.  Only paid up property owners were given ballots.  Votes were counted and Glen Haynie will replace Clyde Holm on the Board.

Gracila Meyers gave thanks to all from the fire department for the money we gave to them and told of a few changes made to the department.

Meeting was adjourned at   3:25 pm
